My stud is run as a business so I have to make a genhuine
profit that covers the Cost of production. That cost of production includes EVERYTHING including
mortgages, business 0ans (have spent $350,000 Onh importing horses, most of whiCh was borrowed), wages,
insurances etc, etC as well as vet, feed etC.

We have, in the past and most likely will in the future as well, adjusted our prices on some of our horses to
suit a particular buyers heeds - ie: one example is a youngster we sold some Years ago how. e got to
Knhow the purchaser through a humber of horse forums, and she really wahted ohe of our youhguns, was
going to be a perfect home for him - and still is!!!l - yet he was a bit above her price range considering the
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amount she would have to pay for transport to get him there... and not having hubbys support financially

in purchasing a youngster

SO we talked about it, ahd decCided to drop our pricCe a little to suit her as we

really felt that THIS was the PERFECT home for him - we could not have BOUGHT the advertising that
the purchaser has done for us over the Years - she constantly posts piCs and bits and pieces about him on
forums all over the country and abroad, ahd always mentions her dealings with us and how pleased she was
in every aspect, and how wonderful her horse is.

Sometimes you have to weigh up the price you get NOW for the horse in question and the future income
that may Comme from that sale that you drop your price for - ahd the homes that the horses go to.

IN SUMMARY

Breeding is expensive, and it seems it’s difficult to break even at present with the (a) oversupply of
very nicely bred horses and (b) lack of buyers. Many buyers don’t realise the costs involved with
breeding a horse - many are sold for less than what they cost to breed, feed, maintain and train. |
think this is partially due to the ability to buy a thoroughbred off the track for around $2,000.
People forget the sire fee could have been $20,000... etc etc. The $2,000 fee is a token amount to
get the horse out of the stable real estate to make way for newcomer.

Here’s a quick and simple ILLUSTRATIVE EXAMPLE to help buyers understand why horses cost what
they do (and it’s amazing they don’t cost more!). This shows the (example) costs to when the foal
is 2 years old, and broken in. This of course excludes rugs, and a whole lot of other things.
